Municipal

- Non-Criminal
- Ordinance violations
- Basic traffic tickets speeding
- Meets at City hall
Circuit Court
- Can handle Non-Criminal case
- Also handles Criminal and more serious cases
. Criminal traffic DUl and Homicide
- Meets at Court House



The different Levels of Court

- Federal Court
- More than likely not a traffic case
- Civil rights cases



Dealing with Municipal Court

Likely to a part time court that meets weekly or
monthly

Court Is often set up to be a revenue source for the
Municipality
Possible to build a relationship with Judge



Dealing with Circuit Court

Full time court

Court normally staffed by elected judges over seen by
State Department of Justice

Likely not able to have contact with Judge
